Dear Warren Woods Families,

Around 4:30PM this afternoon, Warren Woods Tower High School was placed on lockdown after the
Warren Police Department received a call reporting an active shooter in the building. Warren Police
responded immediately and conducted a thorough sweep of the school. The report was determined to be
a false “swatting” call from an untraceable number.

We want to assure you that there was never an actual threat to the safety of our students or staff. The
Warren Police Department (WPD) has fully cleared and secured the building, and all students and staff
are safe. We canceled evening activities to ensure the WPD and WWT Administration had time to
debrief about the incident.

Unfortunately, “swatting” incidents, which are false reports made to provoke a large emergency
response, have become more common across the country. We take these situations extremely seriously.
The Warren Woods administration would like to thank the Warren Police Department for their quick,
professional and thorough response to this incident. We will work closely with them as they investigate
the incident.

We know how unsettling this experience can be, and we deeply appreciate the cooperation, patience, and
calm shown by our students, staff, and families throughout today’s events. The safety and well-being of
our school community remain our top priority. Should your child want to talk to someone on staff about
the incident, please contact your building principal
